11th grade program for gifted
high school juniors who are
interested in  science,
{naugurated in 1973, this
program is now graduating
its first entrants.

Claire Cohen left Yeadon
High School at the end of her
junior year and entered
Cheyney,

Al the successful conclusion
of her [irst year at Cheyney,
she was awarded her high
school diploma along with her
classmates — but unlike

them, she had a year of

students with exceptional
college board scores and
outstanding high school
grades who intend to make
medicine their career may
enter Cheyney’'s Accelerated

B.S.-M.D. program.
Once accepted by Cheyney,
they are considered for

provisional admission teo
Hahnemann Medical College.
Admission to Hahnemann
would occur after the com-
pletion of two vyears of
satisfactory pre-medical
work at Cheyney.

Then, two years later, these
accelerated students receive

diplomas from Cheyney; two
years later still, their coveted
medical

after entering Cheyney. Thus,
they cul two years off the
average time required for

degrees from

Students choosing this
major complete three years
of basic science courses at
Cheyney. If grades are good
enough, they then seek ad-
mission to an accredited
laboratory school.

After satisfactorily com-
pleting this fourth clinical
year, students are graduated
from Cheyney and are
qualified to take the
examination for the Registry
of the American Society for
Clinical Pathology.

These are a few of the black

people doing outstanding

work in their respective areas
of agriculture — the nation's
largest industry. Thousands
of others serve in technical,
professional and clerical
positions in the United States
and abroad.

Speaking last month to
black bus'~ssmen in Los
Angeles, William T. Bagley,
chairman of the Commodity
Futures Trading , Com-
mission, said ‘‘there is a great
opportunity for minorities in
the -commodity futures in
dustry - there's not only
room al the top but in the
middle and at the bottom."”

“ «e. I've discovered that

almost all persons connected
with the 600 billion-dollar-a-
year business are male and
are white — they all look
alike,”” Bagley said.

“My purpose,’”’ he said, “is
not to demean or condemn the
industry, but only to point out
the existence of this op
portunity for minorities and
for women . ..

“In most areas of business
and flinance — the utilities,
banking and insurance for
example — successful efforts
are being made to encourage
minority participation and
opportunity. I urge that this
industry do the same .,.”

(The commission, newest
U.S. government regulatory
agency, regulates the futures
trading industry with powers
similar to those exercised by
the Securities and Exchange
Commission in the securities
industry).

A recent independent study
of the agricultural industry
showed that close to 17 million
persons, or 20 per cent of all
U.S. workers, have jobs
directly . involving
agriculture.
