Did it occur
to you that you could have
bought one of those new tank
tops or a print blouse to set off
that old suit? You really didnt
have to buy the whole outfit . ..
really. And since you had never
gone out with the guy before.
he had never seen your clothes.
A new scarf tied around the
neck, head or waist would have
made that old outfit look new.

Being thrifty does nol
necessarily mean being cheap.

There is no reason why you
can't buy an expensive outfit or

an occasional pair of Itahan
leather shoes or bag. What it
does mean however IS that you
make purchases that will last for
more than one season. AIsO
you'll want clothes that can be

dressed up or down.

Here's another tip: Most of
the designs you see hanging on
the racks in the store can be
duplicated. Most of the pattern
companies either duplicate the
designs or the designers them-
selves sell them to the com-
panies. And you can buy the
same fabric the original is made
of (provided it's not a patented
fabric made especially for that
particular outfit) and 'sew Il
yourself or have someone Sew
it for you.

To prevent that "homemade
look. make sure your
measurements are taken before
you start. Afterwards either
send the newly-made garment
out to be pressed by a
professional or press it yourself
at least twice with a steam iron.
