Since the days of Oscar DePriest,
the first black Congressman in

modern history, the number of
blacks in Congress has increased

siowly to an almost respectable num-
ber - while their salaries really have
taken off.

DePriest and his successor, Arthur
Mitchell, both elected from Clncggo
received $7,500 a year.

“Bill” Dawson, who followed Mit—
chell in 1939 becoming famous for
his wise advice “Get smart, don't gel
mad,” and Adam Clayton Powell,
elected in 1944, had the benefit of a
1935 raise which set the salaries at
$10,000.

Then in 1946, a Reorganization
Legisiative Act upped the salaries to
$12,500 with an expense allowance
of $2,500.

Today, a COngmssman s salary is
$57,000.

There are many pluses - including
a suite of offices in one of the
Washington buildings, and office
space in the home area. *

There is a paid staff of assistants,
depending on the Congressman's
committee assignments.
