NAIROBI, Kenya, Bast Africa — There is still hope that the recent
Organization of African Unity’s semi-annual Council of Ministers con-
ference here (in March) will eventually lead to settlement of the Tanzania-
Uganda and Somalis-Ethiopis border disputes . . . The OAU ad hoc com-
mittee on border disputes met for the first time since it was formed in 1976
and despite the rhetoric and polemics there was quiet, behind the scenes
negotiations to find long standing solutions to the African problems. . . . All
the delegates respect Mwalimu Julius Nyerere, but some were admitting
that the Tanzanian leader’s handling of the conflict with Idi Amin and the
controversy over the break up of the British formed East African Community
was misdirected . . . Basically, Uganda's latest incursion into Tanzania was
an internal rebellion aided by Ugandan exile supporters of former President
Miton Obote in Tanzania . . . . Diplomats believe there will never be peace
nthanmuuﬂU‘mdnsgetrd Amin. . . . . and or Tanzania gets rid of

OAU Secretary General Edward Kojo emphasized during the session
that the organization is not designed to condemn African aggression, only to
maintain dialogue betweeén the warring neighbors — the same as the United
Nations, but African UN representatives insist on condemnation of op-
pressive nations at the World Body while maintaining a different standard at
home. . . .
