models, the company has one new
model for the year and that is the

Cadillac Seville.

The popular Seville has
changed dramatically for 1980.
The trunk features a large bulge
that is often called ‘‘the bustle'’
by automotive writers. Cadillac
top honcho Edward Kennard
admits that the bulging trunk is a
dramatic stylistic move.

However, he says that the
chopped off window was con-
sidered dramatic when the first
Seville’s rolled off the assembly
line. Now the Seville rear window
is common and difficult to identify

“on the street, he complained.

\Another Sevile evolution is a
di¢sel engine—the corporate
diesel made by Oldsmobile—as
standard equipment. The 1980
Seville is also using the same front
wheel chasis as the Cadillac
Eldorado, the Oldsmobile
Toronado and the Buick Riveria.

In an attempt to replinish its
threadbare coffers, the financially
ailing Chrystler Corp., is offering
car buyers two redesigned
models: the Chrysler Cordoba and
the Dodge Miranda.

The two cars share the same
body shell, but they manage to
achieve two different looks with
completely different front and rear
ends. The Miranda has a slanted
gril that gives it a more sporty
look, while the rectangular,
squared-off gril of the Cordoba
lends &t a considerably more
formal appearance.
