Assoclates, Inc., the
architectural firm
responsible for the new
$1.3 million edifice.

In addition to being the
first solar - heated
church in the city,
Providence —“‘captures
the historical attributes
of the congregation,
while
modern motif,”” which
Sosinski calls a ‘21st
century church.”

The sanctuary, with a
sealing capacity of 500, is
octangal. It features fine
oak pews on a bed of
plush burnt orange

carﬁt.
The raised pulpit and
choir area are easily
visible.
