Of the makes in de-
mand many models, once restored, sell
for much more today than they did when
new.

And with the antiques’ ranks thinned
by rust, collision and old age auto afl-
cilanados are finding it increasingly dif-
ficult to get their hands on the particular

- objects of their affection at any price.

Realizing the potential in such a situa-
tion several companies have come to
the rescue of frustrated classic car
buffs. Taking their cue from firms which
converted Volkswagons with fiberglass
kits to help satisfy America's demand

for beach buggies which swept the na-
tion in the '60s, several manufacturers
have come out with replications of some
of the more exotic classics and offer
them for sale to the car-loving public.

Such companies typically mold
bodies from fiberglass and polymer
plastics and fit them onto the chassic of
current production models, such as
Volkwagons or Veagas. The engine and
transmission usually are manufactured
by one of the major auto companies
also.

One example Is a replica 1936
Mercedes produced by Classic Motors

of Hallandane, Fla. This two seat

roadster is in outward appearence vir-

tually indiscernible from the original,
but is distinguished from its parent by
such modern features as air condition-
ing, an AM-FM cassette stereo and an
automatic transmission. "

One owner reports that his model, a
fiberglass body fitted to a Pinto chassis
offers him a pleasant diversion from or-
dinary driving.
