Humanity, the Southern Voter
Education Project, Southern
Christian Leadership Conference and
85 more national organizations).

In both, the District of Columbia
and Prince George’'s County,
Maryland, the 35 percent voter
turnout indicated that black voters

may go to the polls in greater num-
bers than ever this year because of
the political and economic issues
facing the public. But ‘“‘race’’ voters
did not intend to necessarily vote in
“racial’’ blocs if the results ac-
curately forecast any trend.

In the capital, with a 70 percent
black voter registration, citizens
rejected an all - black government by

electing white civil right activist
David Clarke City Council Chairman
over middle class Black incumbent
Arrington Dixon. And, in Prince
George’'s County, the solid, black -
controlled democratic organization
‘““delivered’’ the votes to traditional
white incumbents and newly
emerging black liberals challenging
the system.

What some observers and most of
the metropolitan media has failed to
notice or chose to ignore in all these
recent elections is that candidates
who challenge the status quo and seek
to broaden the political — and
economic base of ‘‘the system’'’ are
getting the new black vote, whether

... And the National Association for

The order requires all Federal

historically black colleges by
providing research, construction and

with the multi - millions projects
provided other major institutions.
Last year NAFEO criticized the inef-
fectiveness of the so - called White House
Initiative, but Dr. Samuel L. Myers, president
of the organization, says the historically
black institutions are now beginning to share
in the results of the contracts provided by
such agencies as HUD, Health and Human
Resources and the Department of Defense,
which awards billions of dollars in contract
annually to the nation’s colleges . . .

Rep. Walter E. Fauntroy Jr. (D - DC)
whose father died during the recent
Congressional Black Caucus Legislative
Weekend, opened his new half - million dollar
Bethel Baptist Church in the heart of the inner
city . . . The minister - politician does not
devote all of his efforts ipr Congress to CBC
affairs as chairman of the group . . . Also, as
chairman of the House Subcommittee on
Domestic Monetary Policy, Cong. Fauntroy
recently called for hearings on bank and loan
Interest rates on amounts ranging from $300
to the trillion dollar national debt. The
Congressman called for legislation which
would limit the interest rates on all loans to
ten percent a year and provide annual
discounts on the amount for quick payment of
debts . . . Check it out with your Represen-
tative . . .

Congressman Fauntroy is also introducing
legislation affecting the Federal Reserve
System by seeking greater control over bank

mergers and stock corporation such as the
recent Martub - Marietta - Bendix - United

Technologies stock ownership battle.

Our guys are moving into the mainstream
power structure om another front . . . As the
chairman of the Congressional Black Caucus
repeatedly states . . . ‘At first, we did not like
the Congress Seniority System . . . but the
longer we stay, the better it works . . .”
