Judge overturns denial
Ex-Congressman Diggs may get mortician's license

Now that a Baltimore City
Supreme Bench judge has
overturned a ruling by the
Maryland Board of Morticians
denying Charles C. Diggs Jr. an
a pprentice mortician’'s license,

The former Congressman, who
was a successful funeral director
in Michigan, said his conviction
had no relation to the funeral
business and lmuled the
decision through attorneys,
Clarence llltcholl Jr., Michael B.
Mitchell and Norris Ramuy.

In his ruling Tuesday, Nov, 16,
Judge Solomon Baylor said Dtus
had been denied due process by
the board. '

Baylor also cited one of the
board’s members was unqualified
to have been seated and the two
reﬂuired consumer represen-

ves were not present at the

Woman accountant
held on $300,000 bail

While a so-gear-old Community
College of Baltimore assistant
accounting supervisor is bei
held at City Jail on $300,000 bail
for allegedly embezzling $388,000
from the Liberty Honghts cam
the state’s attorney’s of?uce
reports investigation is continuing
and more arrests may be made.

Ms. Marion White, of the 500
block of Half Mile Court in the
Orchard Mews development in
West Baltimore, was arrested at
home Monday, Nov. 15 and
charged with one count of felony
theft.

Assistant State’'s Attorney
Darrio Broccolino said Ms. White
allegedly withdrew the money
during a 17-month period from a
fund used to make refunds to
students who registered for CCB
courses, but later dropped them.

Broccolino would not confirm or
deny if any other Community
College of Baltimore employees
may be involved and would only
say, ‘‘“We have a pretty good
line."”

Ms. White is scheduled to ap-
pear in Criminal Court for
arraignment Jan. 7.

She began working at the
Liberty Heights CCB campus in
May 1980. According to H.
William Hammond, vice
president for CCBs ad
ministration services,

White's annual salary was ap-
proximately $18,000 and she
worked in an office with eight
other employees.

As an assistant accountin
supervisor, it was Ms. White’s jo
to verify payment checks issued
to students.

Prior to working at the college,
she was employed with the city
for the Department of Finance
Bureau of Disbursement.

Hammond told the AFRO the
college uncovered the fraud in the
accounting office and called the
City Department of Auditing.
According to Hammond the in-
vestigation began Nov. 8.

Broccolino said an investigation
revealed at least 22 ple who
never registered as CCB students
received refund checks from
the college. All the checks in-
volved in the alleged scam were
for more than $900.

Ms. White was suspended from
her post after a city grand jury
i1ssued an indictment charging her
with one count of theft.

Charles Tildon, president of
CCB told the AFRO, ‘““While a
very serious problem has arrisen
at the college with regard to an
alleged fraud I can assure you
that every measure is being taken
to insure that the fiscal integrity
of this institution is protected.

"“We are investigating every
