The wonderful world of radio is going
through some changes, and not all of
them are immediately obvious.

For example, the Federal Communica-
tions Commission has given permission
for radio station WSID to change its call
letters to WLPL-AM. Which may seem
like a little thing, since radio stations
frequently change call letters.

But, a little proviso in the change pro-
vides that the station would have the op-
tions of simulcasting with its sister sta-
tion, WLPL-FM. This is the serious part,
for LPL plays rock, and SID, strictly soul
and gospel.

If the simulcast carries the current
programming from LPL, then the soul
and gospel music currently carried on
SID would disappear, and one less black
outlet would exist in Baltimore.

You may have noticed that one of the
stalwarts of gospel programming IS no
longer broadcasting, Pauline Wells
Lewis, or Aunt Pauline as she is known.

They plan to do so
as soon as it is feasible, but there are
still a lot of hurdles to overacome.

The jfransmitter and tower must be im-
proved, and this gets involved in zoning
ordinances in Baltimore County--but we
personally expect them to get on the air
for 24 hour programming in 1983.

This, incidently, is a great victory for
the station, for we were news director at
the station back in 1964 and testified
at a FCC hearing when attempts were
made to get a 24-hour license.

They would have too, except for one
stumbling block. Radio station WWIN
protested, and so WEBB lost. WWIN had
just recently become a black-oriented
station. Prior to this, they were an all-
jazz station.
