Cheeks said the BWRO also is
protesting the fact the United Way
withdrew more than §$14,000 in
funds from his organization.

Ronnie Weiss, a United Way
spokeswoman, told the AFRO the
funding has been restored and she
denied her organization is op-

posed to BWRO's activities and
wlltiun stance or that the United

is trying to destroy the

“The fund was reinstated
Feb. 10,"" Ms. Weiss said.
