This album was first issued on Board-
walk Records less than a month before
that label’s demise. Elektra re-released
the album in September. Starpoint’s
latest single from the album is the title
cut, “It's So Delicious.”

Starpoint’s past albums include “Keep
On It and “All Night Long,” on the
Chocolate City label. Past Starpoint hits
include “1 Just Wanna Dance With You"
and “Do What You Wanna Do.”

One of the more interesting cuts on
this album is the second cut on side one,
“Put Your Love On Me.” It starts out
smooth and mellow, with Renee Diggs

singing. She sounds a lot like Angela
Bofill on this one. Then a mid-tempo

beat and some synthesizer lines ac-

celerate the song for the next five
minutes.

“Keep On It” was one of Starpoint’s
funkier tunes. There is nothing quite
that funky on this new album, but you
can still tap your feet to such tunes as
“It's So Delicious” and “Let Go.”
