‘Woman Out Of Control’

When it comes to music about
women, you can count on Ray Parker Jr.
to score another chart hit. His previous
albums about women include “a Woman
Needs Love” and “The Other Woman,”
and now we have his latest, “Woman
Out Of Control.” And this latest disk
rocks just as well as his prior releases.

Songs like “Woman Out Of Control”,
“1 $till Can’t Get Over Loving You”, and
“She Still Feels The Need” make this
album a must for Parker fons. They're
all done in that one-of-a-kind Ray Parker

style that's sure to put this album near
the top of the R&B charts.

As you well know, Ray Parker Jr. is
no newcomer. ' If you've ever heard
Freda Payne’s “Band Of Gold” or the
Honey Cone’s “Want Ads,” then you've
heard Parker before — he was the
guitarist on those songs.’

You may be more familiar with his
work with the group Raydio. Their debut

album, “Raydio” went gold and yielded
the hit “Jack And Jill.” Since that time,

more hit singles followed: “More Than
One Way To Love A Woman,” “You Can't
Change That,” “Two Places At The Same

- Time." -

Then Ray Parker Jr., departed from
the Raydio format, and took a turn in the
direction of rock,The Other Woman,”
a record that took a lot of people by
surprise.

Ray Parker Jr. continues to move in
different directions with each new
release. For instance, the song “Inva-

sion” on the new album may remind you
a little bit of Midnight Star or Prince.

As a singer, songwriter, instrumen-
talist, producer, arranger and engineer,
Parker is definitely in control here. The
result is another world.

The latest Angela Bofill album
“teaser.” is pretty much in the same vein
as her last LP, “Too Tough.” This one is
alternately t and tender, and it is
produced by Narada Michael Walden,

who has also produced other artists such
as Stacy Lattisaw.

Among the tough cufs are “Special
Delivery” which starts the album on a
funky note, and. “Call Of The Wild"”,
which is a bit of fun rock and roll.

One of the tender tracks here is “I'm
On Your Side,” which Bofill co-wrote
with Narada Michoel Walden and Jef-
frey Cohen. Here she takes an ordinary
song and maokes it her own. Then there's
her duet with Johnny Mathis, “You're A
Special Part Of Me”, in which their
voices blend well. By the way, this is not
the old Marvin Gaye and Diana Ross hit
— Angela co-wrote this one with Loree
Gold. This is a nice little plece of R&B.

A few of the tracks on this LP are
forgettable throwaways. Noisy songs
like “Penetration” and very different
from the jazz - flavored cuts we know
her for, like "I Tried.”

These rocking instrumental backings
produced by Walden are fine, but
nothing on this LP is as instrumentally
clever as “Holding Out for Love” — and
Angela’s voice really shone on that one.

The album has its fine moments. In

her own words, “it's a hipper mix.”
