McRae has the ability to combine jazz's
toughness and tenderness in such a way
as o separate her from other jazz per-
formers. Her individual style makes her
o favorite of both her peers and her
audience.

Nancy Wilson has been one of the
foremost vocalists in music for 20 years.
Her numerous albums attest to her ex-
traordinary ability as a vocal
intfrumentalist.

Chick Corea, a renowned pianist, is

the founder and leader of “Return to
Forever,” one of the influential jazz
groups of the 70's.

Featured with Wilson and Corea are
Stanley Clark on bass, who is an original
member of “Return to Forever,” and has
played with Paul McCartney and Stevie
Wonder; Joe Henderson, the legendary
sax player and winner of the prestigious
Grand Prix du Disque award for best
jazz album; and Lenny White who is one
of the most sought after drummers
today.

Songs in the concert include “| Get o
Kick Out of You,” “My One and Only
Love,” “Yesterday,” “Take the A-Train,”

and more.
