1984 Cadillac features include:

¢ Electronic Climate Control (ECC) is stan-
dard on all Cadillacs except Cimarron. This
computer-age unit features touch controls and
digital display of temperature setting. ECC is
one of the most advanced and precise
automotive climate control systems in the in-
dustry. Cimarron for 1984 features new,
deluxe push-button heating, ventilating and
air conditioning controls.

* Al Cadillocs except Cimarron and Fleet-
wood Limousine models incorporate a stan-
dard outside temperature display feature.
Upon demand, outside temperature can be
displayed digitally on the Electronic Climate
Control display panel.

¢ All Cadillacs equipped with the 4.1 liter
OFl V-8 engine feature a “Fuel Data Panel”
that digitally displays instantaneous ond
average fuel economy; expected fuel range;
and fuel used.

¢ An optional “Touring Suspension”
package, avdllable on Eldorados and Sevilles,
provides more road fuel, with impresive cor-
nering ability and steering precision. This
package, standard on the Eldorado Touring
Coupe, includes large diometer front and rear
stabilizer bars, stiff front torsion bar and reor
spring rates, power steering adjusted for
greater effort and feedback, increased shock
absorber valving and large P225/70R15 steel-
belted radial tires. _

* All Codillacs except Cimarron offer an
optional remote locking fuel filler door that
can be automatically locked or unlocked by ac-
tuating any power door lock. Cimarron has a
standard (non-remote) lodking fuel filler door.

* All CadiNacs except Fleetwood
Limousines, Cimarron and Eldorado Biorritz
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Convertible offer an eptional “Memory Seat”
system that makes it possible to pre-set and
store two personal driving seat positions.

¢ Eldorados ond Sevilles feature multifunc-
tion warning chimes. Driver’s seat belt, key
in ignition, and head lamp-on warnings each
have their own distinctive chime pattern.

¢* Eldorados and Sevilles offer a Full
Cabriolet Roof option on base models that is
designed to capture the sporty styling
associated with convertibles. The Full
Cabriolet Roof covering is constructed of
durable “Diamond-Grain” vinyl material
fashioned to resemble the loock of o true
convertible.

¢ All Cadilloc Eldorado and Seville models,
except the Biarritz Convertible, offer an op-
tional Delco-GM/Bose premium sound system.
This system is the first automobile sound
system specifically tuned to the acoustics of
the individudl car series in which it is offerd.

The system speckers and amplifiers are
designed to deliver “acoustically customized
sound” that takes info account acoustic
characteristics such as the shape and location

of windows, upholstery, carpeting and the
seating position of the driver and passengers.

The Delco-GM/Bose system includes an ad-
vanced electronically tuned receiver and in-

tegrol cassette tape player and four specially
designed speaker/amplifier enclosure

assemblies. Two enclosures are in the lower
front doors and two in the rear package shelf.

¢ Al 1984 Cadillac sound systems — ex-
copt the Delco-GM/Bose system — feature
standard extended frequency range reor
speckers that use heavy ceramic maognets for
increased power handling capacity and dual
cone construction for extended frequency
response.

. s theft deterrent system for 19684
in enhanced with a new driver seat presence
switch that detects the presence of any object
welighing 40 pounds or more in the driver seat.
The system dlso includes a starter disabling
feature, and sounds the horn repeatedly and
flashes exterior lights when door or trunk in-
tegrity is violated. Theft deterrent system is
standard on the new Eldorado Biarritz Conver-
tible and optional on all other Cadillacs except
Cimarron. |
