NAACP in 1977 and has been there ever since.

He was instrumental in taking us on visits
to various places that the ordinary tourist
never gets fo see.

We met some transplanted Americans, who
have chosen to live in Africa. For some,
American travelers provide the major source
of income.

They make themselves available as tour
guides and interpretors, and thus are able to
exist — all too oftén on a day-to-day basis.

We talked to one young man, originally
from the DC area, who went to Africa as o
Peace Corps member, and decided 10 stay on.
He told us about his many travels throughout
the continent, how he has lived off the land.
His travels had ranged from Northern Nigeria
through Benin, Togo, Ghana, vory Coast, Mali
and finally Senegal.

He had suffered o bout of malaria, had con-
tracted a venereal disease, and resignedly
told me that he wanted to return to the United
States — but the air fare was prohibitive.

In addition, it is necessary to return to the
States on a regular basis in order to retain
citizenship, and he was among a coterie of
transplanted Americans who have been
unable to maintain this shuttle relationship.
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
