Borry, now mayor of the District of Columbia,
D.C. community aoctivist, Mrs. Helen Tate

spearheoded the local King Support Group.
The National Conference of Blaock Mayors

may sponsor an exhibit on their octivities last
month at the World Conference of Mayors in
Liberio and other journeys throughout the
troubled continent by the delegation headed
by Washington Mayor Barry.

The Chinese historical association recently
sponsored an exhibit on the Mayor Barry’s
journey to Beijing (Peking), China, which was
well received by the public last fall. However,

No one gets concerned obout other

hyphenated Americans visiting the site of their
ancesters in Europe, Asia or the Middle Eost,
such as President Reagon's junket to Irelond
or repeated Jewish delegations to Isroel, but
when Afro-Americon officials visit Africon
heads of state some American officials get
“worried.”

Let us have more cooperation between
Afro-Americon ond Africon delegations to aod-
dress problems on the continent.

Howard University Prof. Leroy Miller releas-
ed a pre-election survey of several hundred
block Americans aofter the November
balloting, which indicated that 40 percent of
all Afro-Americons would be “more inclined
to believe a story in a bladk newspoper” about
their community than they would believe the
story in o white newspaper—aithough “57 per-
cent of all Blacks depend upon TV “to find out
what was going on in the world.: The some
poll indicoted that 57 percent of Block
Americons do not “believe the progroms you
watch on TV show a real picture of life. . . .”

According to the scientific poll of 670 citizens
with incomes over $10-20,000 in black com-
munities, 75 percent of the residents believe
“the situation in the country will get worse for

total of 80 percent disagreed thot “Blocks
would rather haove welfore thon work for a liv-

ing;” 77 percent aogreed that “Jesse Jockson's
compoign “expressed what was needed by
block people,” 57 percent believe that the
“U.5. should adopt a policy that would lead to
reducing the tensions between (the) U.S. ond
Cuba” and & percent ogreed that the Equal
Rights omendment should be ratified.

“The most pressing problems focing black

people in the U.S. today” ore unemployment,
56 percent; inflation 27 percent, ond educo-
tion 26 percent according fo the poll projected
by Miller to include most black Americons two
weeks before the national election. Only 8
percent soid they would vote for Reogon (the

aoction black vote for Republicons was about
8 percent) and 58 percent said they would vote
for Mondale (compored to approximately 88
percent for the Democratic candidate among
the block vote). |

Twenty percent of the respondents eorned
$10,000-$14.999: 20 percent earned over

$25.000; 18 percent earned $15,000-$24,999;
13 percent under $5.000, and 19 percent
declined to state their earnings. Only 31 per-
cent of the respondents were male and 61 per-
cent were female, with 18 percent listed os
professionals, 8 percent government workers;
15 percant students; 9 percent housewives ond
13 percent unemployed. A total of 40 percent
indicated they had completed high school and
another 40 percent said they haod graduated
from college with the greatest percent. 34, be-
ing 19-29 yeors old; 24 percent 30-49; 15 per-
cent 50-64 and 13 percent, over 65. Two per-
cent refused to stote their oge.

In relerence to the medio focus of the
survey, 48 percent of the respondents soid
they listened to radio regularly, with 39 per-
cent agreeing that rodio is more believable
than TV and 49 percent having no complaints
