HOWARD HEWETT
“I Commit To Love' (Elektra)

Here's the first solo effort by
the former leader of Shalamar,
Howard Hewett, which includes
the single “I'm For Real.”

Hewett, who was born in
Akron, Ohio, performed as o
teenager in his family's gospel
group, the Hewett Singers. They
performed with gospel heavy-
weights like the Staple Singers
and the Mighty Clouds Of Joy.

When Hewett joined Shalamar
in 1979, Shalamar had already hit
the charts with their debut disco
medley, “Uptown Festival.”

Hewett appeared on Shala-
mar's 1980 album “Big Fun.,”
which included the hit singles
“The Second Time Around” and “I
Owe You One.”

Other memorable Shalamar
singles with Hewett include
“"Make That Move,” “A Night To
Remember” and “"Dancin’ In The
Sheets.”

Hewett wrote and produced
most of the stuff here. Tunes like
the album’s opener “Stay,” have
a tougher, meatier sound than
your average Lionel Richie fare.
Stanley Clarke, George Duke,
and Wilton Felder (on sax) do it
up proud on the single, “I'm For
Real,” just the kind of commer-
cial pop/R&B you'd expect from
a former member of Shalamar.

Upbeat rockers like “Last
Forever” will remind some of us
music fans of Shalamar's old
“Dead Giveaway,” and unfor-
tunately much of side two seems
stuck in the same groove as side
one, although “Say Amen” is o
nice reflection of his gospel
roofts.

Other cuts: “I Commit To
Love,” “In A Crazy Way.,” “Love
Don’t Wanna Wait,” “I Got 2 Go,”
“Eye On You,” “Let's Try It All
Over Again.”

“"Passion From A Woman''

On The Cover....

Our cover this week features
John Birk Gillespie or Dizzy, as
he is commonly known, who will
be appearing at Ethel's Place this
Saturday and Sunday for two
shows.

Dizzy Gillespie has become a
living legend. In the 37 years
since he first recorded with the
Teddy Hill Orchestra, he's
pioneered the bebop revolution,
led big bands, introduced Afro-
Cuban rhythms to jozz, played
dance music and emrged as an
articulate emissary, teacher and
spokesman for Black Americans.

Dizzy Gillespie was born on
October 21, 1917 in Cheraw,
South Carolina. After moving to
Philadelphia in 1935, he joined
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the musicians union and embark-
ed on a professional career.

After moving to New York in
1937, he toured with the Teddy
Hill and Cab Calloway Orchestras
before recording with the Lionel
Hampton Orchestra in 1939,

During the early 40's, Dizzy
worked with numerous bands
while collaborating with Charlie
Parker, Thelonious Monk and
Kenny Clarke on the develop-
ment of what was to become
known as bebop.

In 1943, Dizzy was named
musical director of the Billy Ecks-
tein Orchestra, the incubator of
bebop. A year later Dizzy com-
posed “Bebop.”

Within two years, the bop

revolution was in full swing.
Along with Gil Fuller, Tad
Dameron, George Russell and
John Lewis, Dizzy worked to ex-
pand the combo sound and sen-
sibility to an orchestra.

The success of bop, however,
was short-lived and by 1950, Diz-
zy's orchestra, which he calls his
best band ever, was forced to
disband.

Since the 50's, Dizzy has
recorded scores of albums and
has enjoyed ever increasing
popularity. He continues to ex-
plore the blend of Latin, African
and jazz rhythms in a variety of
formats.
