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and the audience was dressed to
the teeth — lots of suede,
leather, and silk. They were
however, ready to fully enjoy
themselves. It was a good thing,
because the show was superb,
from the first drum roll, to the
last smooth note.

Pieces of A Dream smoked
with their own brand of funky
jozz soul stew. Cedric Napoleon,
bass player and lead singer
sounded very much like a mix-
ture of George Benson and Al
Jarreau with lots of smooth scats
and creative vocals.
