Cleo is from England, of mixed
race parentage, and is married to
Dankworth, who is also British.

Possessing a nearly 4-octave
range, Cleo Laine won a Gram-
my Award for the best jazz vocal
performance, female for her
album “Cleo at Carnegie: The
10th Anniversary Concert.”

FAT BOYS
“"Coming Back Hard Again”
(Tin Pan Apple)

“The Twist” by Chubby Checker
was the number one rock and roll
record back in September, 1960.
What's unusual about the record
is that it returned to the number
one spot on the charts in
January, 1962.

“Lovie Lovie” by The Kingsmen
was the number two record the
first week of January, 1964,

And now, these two rock and
roll classics are coming back hard
again on the latest album by Dar-
ren “Human Beat Box" Robinson,
Mark “Prince Markie Dee’
Morales and Damon “Kool Rock”
Wimbley.

The Fat Boys, who all grew up
in Brooklyn, Peleased their first
EP, “Reality,” in October, 1983

when they were known as The
Disco 3.
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“Fat Boys,” "Jailhouse Rap,”
and “Can You Feel It” were the
singles from the Fat Boys gold
debut album. The follow-up

album, “The Fat Boys Are Back,”
also went gold.

“Wipe Out,” a collaboration .

with the Beach Boys, was their
first top 40 hit on the pop charts.

The Fat Boys' new remake of
“The Twist,” which features
Chubby Checker, is exactly what
you'd expect from The Fat Boys.
All the scratching, human beat
boxing and so on is fine and dan-
dy, but | say that “The Twist,” o
simple early 60's classic about
dancing, is really not the greatest
choice for an 80's remake, and as
far as I'm concerned, nothing that
any current group does with the
song is going fo be a major im-
provement. I'll take Chubby’s
original 45 over .this remoke
every time.

troduced to the jazz world by
$tan Getz a few year ago.

Since that time, she has
blossomed into a top |ozz
vocalist, and has appeared in
Baltimore on at least two occa-
sions, the last time at Ethel's
Place on New Year's Eve.

Her album “Diane Schuur & the
Count Basie Orchestra,” has
been at or near the top of the jazz
charts since the day it was
issued.

Paquito was born in Cuba,
defected in 1980, and became o
U.S. citizen in 1980. An alto sax-
man, he brings Latin rhythms in-
to focus, swinging all the while.
A true crowd pleaser, he
generates excitement.

Then, there is Gary Thomas,

Baltimore’'s newest entry into
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‘bigtime jazz circles. Gary grew

up here, attended Douglass High
School, Peabody Prep, and
Howard University.

In 1986, his group “Seventh
Quadrant” won the JazzQuest
competition, which gave them o
chance to be the opening act for
Miles Davis during the Eubie
Bloke Festival that year.

Miles hired Gary on the spot,
and he became a member of the
Davis group for many gigs. Gary,
of course, maintained his rela-
tionship with Jack Dejohnette,
with whom he has often
recorded.

In fact, when we chatted with
Gary out at Oregon Ridge Park,
following his stint at the
Maryland Jazz Festival, he told us
that he haod rushed back from
Montreal, where he had been ap-
pearing with Dejohnnette.
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Saturday, beginning at noon,
the 4th annual MusicFest starts af
Ft. Smallwood Park. This is the
occasion when a host of local
musicians and vocalists get a
chance to jam with each other,
and play before a knowledgeable
jazz audience.

The lineup includes practically
all of the area musicians who are
in town at this time, and as usual,
the Fest pays ftribute to per-
sonalities who have made a mark
on local music scenes.

This year, alto saxophonist
Carlos Johnson, and Pro-

ducer/booker Rosa Pryor will be

honored.
As in past years, there will be

lots of food, including steamed
crabs, and it is party time til
evening. Must say, this is one oc-
casion when everyone has o
good time.

And according to Lovise
Johnson., that's what it is all
about.

Over at the Jazz Closet, Gary
Bartz is in residence as usval,
Friday and Saturday, but this
week, there is a bit of a
difference.

It's the birthday of club owner
Henry Baker, Sr., so he is hav-
ing a birthday party at the club,
and Gary and the group will be
there.

Henry told us that he expects
to unlimber his tenor sax and
play a few tunes. He has kept up
his playing, although he per-
forms sparingly in public.

With all of the musicians that
will be downtown or nearby,
wouldn't surprise me to see some
of them. dropping in to jam.

Oh yes, the birthday celebra-
tion happens on Sunday—Henry
will be 68. Yep, time flies! How
many remember when he had
the haberdashery on Penn-
sylvania Ave. in the 40s? Or, the
jazz club Peyton Place in the 60s?
We won't mention the many gigs
at Carr's Beach—yep, Henry's
been active on the jazz scene for
quite a while.
