“Sophisticated Ladies.”

With five hit albums and
numerous hit singles, an elegant

cabaret act and several movie
soundtracks to her credit, the

talented lady is acknowledged as
one of the most powerful and
versatile singers on the current

Music scene.
In the late 1970s, Pieces Of A

Dream had the distinction of be-
ing the youngest professional
jazz combo in the United States.
Bassist Cedric Napoleon, drum-
mer Curtis S. Harmon and
keyboardist James Lloyd were
just entering their teens when
they began to win acclaim in
their native Philadelphia area.

Their group developed as pro-
teges of the great Grover
Washington, Jr. who produced
their first three albums.

Now, seasoned veferans in
their mid-twenties, the group re-
mains one of the most exciting
jozz ensembles in the country
and their sound now ranges from
straight-ahead jozz, to fusion, to
funk/pop.

Another jazz performer who
had great success in crossing
over to pop is the talented
singer/songwriter Bill Withers.

His mellow, story telling style has
produced the No. 1 hits “Lean On
Me,” "Aint No Sunshine When
You're Gone,” and “Just The Two
Of Us."”

A multi-talented musician,
Gerald Albright began playing
the piano, switched to the sax-
ophone and then studied the
bass.

His current instrument of
choice remains the saxophone
and his instrumental rendition of
Luther VanDross’ “So Amazing”
scored high on both the Jazz and
pop charts.

Saturday night, August 13th
will be a night to remember as
Doc Severinsen and the famous
Tonight Show Orchestga make
their WJZ 13 Harborlights Music
Festival debut.

Song stylist Rosemary Clooney

returns to Pier Six, this time with
Doc and The Band.

Doc Severinsen, “The Tonight
Show's” flamboyant musical
director, has established a multi-
faceted career which includes his
famous late night showmanship
as well as concert appearances,
recordings and commercials.

Grover WashingTon, Jean Carne To perform AT Towson

World renowned sax-
ophonist Grover Washington,
Jr. and sultry singer Jean
Carne will pay a visit to
Baltimore on Sunday, August
14 at the Towson Center of
Towson State University.

Grover Washington, Jr. may
have one of the most
recognizable, stylish and satis-
ftying sounds in contemporary
music, but his success is based
on far more than fashion
consciousness.

His music reflects a personal
history and a variety of music
forms in a combination of in-
tegrity and hard work which is
enhanced by a considerable
amount of talent.

Washington brings to his au-
diences and admirers o chance
to hear the classics and to also
hear new songs selections
from his new album, “Then
and Now."

The album features an all
star rhythm sec’ion with Her-
bie Hancock, Ron Carter and
Marvin “Smitty” Smith pro-
viding a subtle, yet muscular
groove on the tracks they cut.
Grover's younger brother Dar-
ryl plays drums on the album
as well,

Washington's career began
at the tender age of ten when
his father bought him his first

saxophone.

“After | started playing, I'd
sneak into clubs to watch guys
like Jack McDuff, Harold Vick
and Charles Lloyd. My profes-
sional life began at the age of
twelve. | played a lot of R&B
when | was with o singing
group. | also played with o
blues band—even funkier
than the blues. We called it
‘gut-bucket’.”

This Buffalo native was rais-
ed in a musical fomily. His
father played saxophone and

his mother sang in a church
choir. His brother Michael is
an accomplished organist in
Buffalo and his brother Darryl
is a member of his current

touring band.
Grover was a classical

music student in his early
years, but his first true love
has been jozz.

In his teen years he dabbled
with several instruments,
piono, bass, and saxophone
and formed a group with his
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friends called the Four Clefs.

In addition. to music,
Washington was also drawn to
athletics, more specifically,
basketball.

“For a while | was torn be-
tween a career as a musician
and one as o basketbaoll
player. But when | stopped
growing at five-foot eight and
a half inches, the decision was
made for me.”

Shortly aofter leaving Buf-
falo, Grover was drafted into
the Army. During his military
stint, he was stationed in Fort
Dix and played with the 19th
Army Band. It was during this
time he met his wife Christine
whom he is still happily mar-
ried to today.

After his time in the Army,
he played several clubs with
various artists and became
quite popular throughout the
70's.

Washington credits three
albums, "All the Kings
Horses,” "“Soul Box,” and
especially “"Mr. Magic,” as be-
ing instrumental in helping
him make the transition from
making club date appearances
to headlining major concert
halls.

He credits his personal pro-
ductivity to working with such
established artists as Bob
James, Ralph McDonald and
Dave Grusin.

Grover was finally recogniz-
ed as one of the leading jazz
masters with the release of
the "Winelight” album, which
featured the double Grammy
winner song “Just the Two of

Us” with Bill Withers.
The Boston Herald.

Americon caolled it a "trve
masterpiece by an artist who
has the ability to combine the
better elements of pop, soul,
and jazz and transform them
into a form uniquely his.”
“Winelight” was certified
RIAA gold in March of 81,
went platinum in May of that
year, and received Ampex’s
Golden Reel Award, given fo
RIAA gold and platinum LPs
mastered on Ampex tape.
Other stellar albums that
followed include “Come Morn-
ing,” “The Best is Yet fo
Come,” with two guest
vocalists, Bobby McFerrin and
Patti LaBelle, and the Album
“Inside Moves."
Washington also co-
produced with arranger/com-
poser Stu Gardner and played
on the album “A House Full of
Love,” the first which features
the music from “The Cosby

Show.” He also performed on
the follow-up album, “Total

Happiness.”
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
