The happenings begin at 2
p.m., with Herble Mann, McCoy
Tyner, Freddie Hubbard, Ben-
ny Golson, Mel Lewis Big Band
and Carmen McRae scheduled
to perform.

All tickets for the previously
canceled concert will be
honored. And, the weatherman
has promised to cooperate with
cooler temps by this time, which
should make it ideal for picnick-
ing, as well as digging the music.

The Smithsonian Resident
series is presenting a “Tribute to
Bebop” Wednesday, August 24 in
the courtyard of the National
Museum of American Art/Na-
tional Portrait Gallery.

Session begins at 7 p.m., and
features the Allen Houser
Quintet, with Allen on trumpet;
Bob Balthis, valve trombone:;

Larry Camp, guitar; Steve
Bernstein, bass, and Bob
Jones, drums,.

Besides playing some of the
traditional bebop things, the
group will perform an actual
transcription of the Miles Davis
solo of Dizzy Gillespie’'s theme
song, ‘| Waited For You."

A really interesting television
show is programmed for Friday,
August 19 on WETA-TV, Channel
26 beginning at 9 p.m. It entitled
“The Soundies,” and if you were
around for a while, you know
that this refers to the video
jukeboxes of the 30s and 40s.

If you weren't, we can tell you
that there were a lot of 5 minutes
or so films made of the hot artists
of the day, which were put on
continuous loops, and could be
played when you put a quarter in
the slof.

They were very popular in
bars, where sometimes collec-
tions were taken up among the
bar customers to play the
jukebox, video version that is.

At any rate, this program,
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which will be hosted by Cab
Calloway, will feature some of
the greats, including Nat (King)
Cole, Jimmy Dorsey, Duke Ell-
ington, jazz artists.

In addition, they will show
soundies of Bill (Bojangles)
Robinson, Henny Youngman
and Spike Jones and his City
Slickers. Oddly enough, Spike
Jones was a creditable jazz artist,
before he discovered that he
could maoke money doing
slapstick. If you've never seen his
act — be prepared to laugh.

The program is an hour long,
and as yet, have no word on
whether or not it will be carried
on Maryland Public Television at
some ftime.

Realize that this insufferable
weather we've been undergoing
has really made noontime out-
door events difficult to attract an
audience. but nevertheless, the
Midtown Music Schedule is going
on as scheduled.
