“Act A Fool” (Capitol)

King Tee, D.J. Pooh, D.J. Keith
Cooley and the rest of the crew
are in effect with their first rap
album on Capitol.

Here's a little story ‘bout the
Tee himself, ond it won't take
long: he was born in Los Angeles,
but now resides in a place called
Compton, also in Cali. When he
was young he dreamed of being
a D.J., ond eventually became o
mixer for Houston's KYOK.

After meeting D.J. Pooh, who
co-produced this debut LP, he
continved writing and mixing,
and with “good rhymes and crazy
stunts,” signed up with Capitol.

Although most of what you'll
hear on King Tee's disc is the
same sort of scratch-beat and
brag-rap you've heard on many
other rap albums this year, this
is a slickly-done, professional
production. The material offered
here is a bit more hardcore than
D.). Jazzy Jeff And The Fresh
Prince, but less stimulating than
the politically-oware messages of
Public Enemy.

On the title track and “Baggin’
On Moms,” there are the occo-
sional expletives and sexual
references; on such tracks as the
infectious “Ko Rock Stuff” and
“Payback’s A Mutha,” there are
some cleverly edited samples
from such artists as Comeo. The
Metdrs, and of course, James
Brown.
