A. The true facts of the contribu-
tions of Afro-Americans to the
discovery, pioneering, develop-
ment and continuance of America
have not been properly and ade-
quately presented in the text-
books, media and other communi-
cation devices in this country. In-
deed, for the most part Blacks have
been left out of the written record
about America. In order to under-
stand Black History our children
must learn that Africa is the
homeland of most of America’s
Black population. West Africa,
Ghana, Mali and Songhai were the
first to feel the impact of the Euro-
pean slave trade. For many,
movies and TV pictured Africa as
steaming jungles, and Cleopatra
was a blond with blue eyes while
true history shows she was brown
with wooley hair. Also the Egyp-
tians invented cosmetics and hair
straighteners.

The people of Africa range wide-
ly in types, speak hundreds of
languages and includes Semites,
Hamites, Blacks, Christians,
Moslems and Pagans. Latest
scholarship has uncovered evidence
that Africa was the home of the
earliest known humans. They in-
fluenced ancient Egypt, conquered
it for a time and helped to preserve
and disseminate it culture. During
the late Middle Ages, West African
kingdoms developed complex po-
litical, economic, social and cultural
institutions.
