III. LYNCHING.

The Association’s record shows that during the year 1922 there
were sixty-one lynchings. Five of the victims were white men and
one was a Mexican. Press reports mention a number of lynchings
of Mexicans which did not receive publicity at the time they oc-
curred. The only one of these which came to the attention of the
Association was the lynching of Elias Villareal Zarate at Weslaco,
Texas, on November 11. The New York Times of November 16
reports a protest to the American Government by the Mexican Em-
bassy against the alleged indiscriminate killing of Mexican citizens
in the United States, especially in Texas and along the international
border. The protest asserted that information on file at the Em-
bassy indicated the violent deaths of between fifty and sixty Mexi-
can citizens in the United States during the past twelve months;
and a list of twenty-two alleged to have been killed, eleven in Texas
and eleven in other states, was given out by the Embassy. This list
was secured from the Mexican Charge d’Affaires by the N. A. A.
C. P., and the facts given wide publicity.

The burning to death of three Negroes at Kirvin, Texas, on May
6, was so horrible an affair that the Association at once sent an in-
vestigator to the scene. The men were burned at the same stake
by a mob of 500 men for their alleged implication in an assault
and murder of a 17-year-old white girl. Our investigator, Mr. Dan
Kelly, a native white Texan, found that the girl had probably been
murdered in the course of a long standing feud between her family
and another white family.

In a few instances the authorities have shown inclination to ap-
prehend and punish the guilty parties.

Jake Brooks, a Negro packing house employee, was kidnaped
on January 14 by a band of white men at Oklahoma City, Okla.,
and hanged. Brooks was a strike-breaker. An investigation of the
strike situation was instituted by the state and county authorities
by order of Governor Robertson. Members of the lynching party
were prosecuted and seven were given life sentences. |

On February 14, Will Jones, suspected of having shot two white
farmers, was lynched in Georgia. Several members of the mob
were identified and brought to trial. Eight were indicted and three

were convicted and sentenced to serve prison terms of from one to .
